CHURCH MATCHING AGREEMENT

Between Western Seminary-Portland,  ______________________________(church) and

Whereas the church acknowledges God’s leading in the life of the student named above, and the church desires to sponsor the student for the purpose of qualifying the student to receive up to a 15% tuition grant from Western Seminary; and,

Whereas Western Seminary, a non-profit Oregon corporation, desires to give such tuition grants to qualified students,

The Parties hereto do agree to enter into this Church Matching Agreement, according to the terms and conditions more fully set forth as follows:

The Student

The student desires to pursue God’s leading in his/her life by attending Western Seminary.  The student must be accepted into a degree program (includes Graduate Studies Diploma and Graduate Studies Certificate programs), and will enroll in a minimum of four credit hours per semester.  Church Matching Grants are limited to certificate, diploma, master’s degree programs and the Doctor of Missiology Program (Doctor of Ministry program excluded).

Western Seminary

Upon receipt of church check for up to 30%, Western Seminary agrees to match up to 15% tuition grant (on a 1 for 2 basis) for the above-listed semester.  See Instructions for examples.

While it is Western Seminary’s intention to honor this tuition scholarship through a student’s entire program (subject to limitations described above), Western Seminary reserves the right to adjust or discontinue this tuition scholarship, if necessary. 

The Church

The church agrees to:
· Participate in the Church Matching Agreement with the qualified student and Western Seminary

· Contribute to the cost of the student’s tuition account for the above-listed semester(s).  (Western will match the first 30% on a 1 for 2 basis.  See Instructions for examples.)

· Provide prayer support and spiritual encouragement to the Western Seminary student as a participating sponsor church.
NOTE:  Since tuition paid by a church as part of an employee’s compensation may be taxable to the employee (student), Western will only accept and match tuition payments by a church if (please check one):

___ The payment is from a church scholarship fund and, therefore, is not taxable (scholarship must be budgeted church funds, not individuals giving through the church); OR
___The church accepts responsibility for meeting IRS regulations regarding taxability of any tuition payment to the Seminary.  
As a general rule, a student may receive more than one kind of institutional gift financial aid (grants or scholarships) but only up to a maximum of 20% of his/her tuition for a term.
