20% Scholarship to Staff Members of Jews For Jesus 

Eligibility
Applicants for this program must be employed full-time (40 hours per week) by Jews for Jesus.  This is a referral program for recruitment purposes; therefore, current Western students are ineligible.
(Full-time staff is intended to include the spouse of a Jews for Jesus employee who serves a minimum of 20 hours per week in Jews for Jesus ministry yet may not receive a separate paycheck.)  

Applicants are required to be in a degree program must be enrolled at least half-time.  Note:  This is a change in eligibility requirements which affects those beginning the scholarship with the fall term 2008---prior to fall 2008, students did not need to be in a degree program, and they did not have to be enrolled half-time.

Benefit
The 20% scholarship will be for standard tuition costs, and only courses taken for credit and applicable to the student's degree program.    The scholarship does not cover other fees, books, living expenses or courses taken outside of the specific program or courses repeated.

Requirements
The usual Seminary policy prohibiting students with past due accounts from going on to a subsequent term will be followed.

The scholarship will remain in effect as long as student maintains qualifying classification (if student leaves full time employment of qualifying agency, scholarship will cease).  Annual application is required.
