2010-2011 WESTERN SEMINARY – SAN JOSE
Need-Based Grant Instructions

Students enrolled half time (4 hours) per semester and admitted to a degree program may qualify for the Need-Based Grant program.  (Note:  This now includes Graduate Studies Diploma as well as Graduate Studies Certificate programs.)
What will grants look like?

Grants will be based primarily on financial need and will depend in large part on the amount of money available and the need of the applicants. In 2010-2011 Need-Based Grants will be based on hours taken. Grants are normally awarded on a fall-winter-spring-summer academic year.

In an effort to enable the Seminary to enhance the grant/scholarship program, Northern California students who receive need-based grants may be required to assist the Recruitment or Advancement Office up to four hours per term during the terms aid is received in the 2010-2011 school year. (This is commonly referred to as “Community Service.”)

When do I apply?

Begin the process in early spring (March or as soon as possible after filing 2009 income tax returns) or as soon as possible after admission if an incoming student. Plan ahead.

Completed applications are due:

Fall-spring-summer awards: July 1, 2010
Spring-summer-fall awards: November 1, 2010
Summer-fall-spring awards: March 1, 2011
How do I apply? Follow steps 1 and 2 below. Note that financial aid information is on our web site at http://www.WesternSeminary.edu where you may print out the application and link to FAFSA on the Web.

1. Complete the 2010-2011 Western Seminary – San Jose Need-Based Grant Application.  This application is available on the Western Seminary website (www.westernseminary.edu).
2. File a 2010-2011 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) or a Renewal FAFSA. The address is http://www.fafsa.ed.gov. The Title IV School Code for Western Seminary is G07178. (that is a zero, not the letter “O”)  Please use this code number, not the one for the Sacramento or “Bay Area”  campus on the FAFSA website.  As a graduate student, parent information is not needed.  In filing the FAFSA on the Web, students who do not have an electronic PIN signature, must print out the signature page, sign and mail the signature page to the CPS.  Do not send the signature page to Western.

The processor will send the results of the FAFSA directly to Western if you have included our code.
