DO pray for healing and forgiveness


Do NOT allow reaction against faith healers to drive you to deny God's healing power


DO expect and entreat God to work powerfully in contexts of healing, hurting or bond�age to sin


Do NOT fall prey to the argument that a good God will always heal physical illness immediately


DO realize that God's power comes at many different levels


Do NOT fall prey to the claim that every supernatural powerful work is of God


DO test the miraculous and supernatural claims carefully


Do NOT yield to the cry for instant relief from individu�al suffering


DO risk bringing all your desires and anxiety to God with whole person spirituality


Do NOT yield to the contemporary clamor for supernatural power on our terms and in our time


DO prayerfully seek to make every occa�sion an opportunity to manifest the glory of God whether by a working of His special providence or the strengthening of His grace
