Filioque = “and the Son”

The Holy Spirit proceeds from the Father filioque

How many millennia? Seven. 4000 BC. 0 BC/AD. 4 millennia. 1900 = end of the sixth millennium less one century. Atmosphere was euphoric. We are nearing Shangra La. Post millennial. The gospel will go to the nations and they will be converted in mass. The 20th century, the last century before the seventh millennium (THE millennium) is at hand. The Christian Century. God will pour out His Spirit on His church to make it happen!! We will be READY!!

Pentecostal/Charismatic Evangelicals: Empowerment, subsequent to conversion. Indwelling is at conversion.

Historic evangelicals: Incorporation, part of conversion package. Indwelling is at conversion. Filling is subsequent and repeated.

Some key issues:

What happens when the Spirit works?

What/when is Spirit baptism?

What are tongues? Human languages unknown to the speaker? Angelic languages/ecstatic speech

What are patterns of revival? 

Are some gifts of the Spirit temporary? Healing, prophecy, tongues, 

Are there revelations today? Word of knowledge/wisdom, prophecy, revelations?

Are miracles normal today? Are there gifts of healing (Kathyrn Kuhlman? Are the miracles of Acts to be expected today?

Is healing dependent on my faith? Is healing in the atonement? Are there healing words? Word of Faith, Rhema theology of Kenneth Hagin, Kenneth Copeland.

Gen 1:2: Is the Holy Spirit? Not used anywhere else in Bible as such. Gen 1:1 in the beginning [by the first born]

Gen 2:7: breath of life = life principle from God (Eccl. 12:7), nor is this the spirit in trichotomist sense.

Gen 41:38: Pharaoh recognizes a “divine spirit” in Joseph. He sees discerning and wise in interpreting dreams about famine and his plan coming out of that dream. Note that Pharaoh has the prophetic dream. Another ungodly guy being the instrument of YHWH. Similar to Dan. 4:8-9 where Daniel has the spirit of the holy gods.

Ex. 31:1ff; 35:31ff: filled with the Spirit of YHWH = ability to create beautiful things. Empowerment to do what God wants done. This is “third person” not “my spirit in him.” YHWH is speaking of something different from Himself. For the benefit of the people of God. Exodus 35:31  "And He has filled him with the Spirit of God, in wisdom, in understanding and in knowledge and in all craftsmanship.” What a range of things God gives this guy. I have made him very godly. 

Num 24:1-4: Spirit of YHWH fills Balaam. Saved? No. He prophesied blessing on Israel, especially in Messiah. Like God speaking through Howard Stern, or Marilyn Manson. Compare John 18:14 where Caiaphas unwittingly prophesied about Jesus atonement. Clearly the Spirit of YHWH can work in and through unsaved folk. 

1 Sam. 10:1-13; 10:6 Spirit of YHWH will come on you and you will be changed into another man. 10:9. God changed his heart. 10:10 Spirit came on him mightily and he prophesied. What is this? 1 Sam. 19:24 He took of his clothes and lay naked all day. Kind of a kinky prophet after the Spirit of YHWH has been withdrawn from him.

Spirit of YHWH coming is anointing him, empowering him to be king. He gathers tribes together and functions as king. But he hides in the baggage!

1 Sam 13. Saul is waiting for Samuel (10:8) and he doesn’t come. The armies are about to attack and his army is scattering! So he offers the sacrifices. Neither he nor Samuel technically have the right to do sacrifices. Sin is that he has disobeyed the word of God through Samuel. He fails to trust God to keep His promise. When Samuel confronts him, Saul explains away his offense. He disobeys the word of YHWH to get the favor of YHWH. He never admits his sin. There’s a magical thinking – must do the sacrifice before I can move. 

1 Sam. 16:13-16: The anointing is just like Saul. David’s description sounds like Saul’s. David is a man after God’s heart. Spirit empowers David be king. 

Spirit of YHWH departs from Saul. He loses the empowerment to be king. Does he lose indwelling? Is the Spirit’s indwelling temporary in the OT? Were Saul and David regenerated? This isn’t the Bible’s question!!! People interpret the silence about regeneration, etc. to mean it isn’t there. But the Bible just isn’t talking about it at all. Indwelling isn’t the point at all. Empowerment is temporary, depending on heart for God type stuff, Old and New Testament. So leaders who sin are stripped of office.

What is the evil spirit? It never means demon in the OT unless it’s here. Spirit does mean angel often. Spirit from YHWH. Three possible meanings: evil spirit = demon. A troubling angel like 1 Kings 22:22. A troubled mind = insanity. How often in Bible does God send a demon to punish someone? Never. 

Isa 11:1 Spirit of YHWH results in fruit of Spirit stuff. Messiah will be that kind of person.

Ezek 36:22-38 He will make the nations know He is God and what kind of God He is. Fulfill promises. Regather Israel to the land. Cleanse from idolatry and impurity. New heart/new spirit, is opposed to heart of stone (lifeless, unresponsive) which becomes a heart of flesh (sin nature) (living, responsive). Spirit in ya’ll (God’s people) results in obedience from the heart as opposed to an external compliance. Live in the land. I will be your God, you my people. I’ll make the land blessing happen. 

Is this literal? Will Israel be regathered literally? Will God literally put a new heart in His people? Yes. While God does this to Israel, He also includes the nations as promised in Gen. 12.

The promise is spoken of for Israel and a one time fulfillment when Messiah comes. In NT, we find that this is inaugurated, not one time fulfilled.  

Joel 2:28-32 All will prophesy, dream dreams, see visions. Male, female; leader, servant; young old; 

Sun to darkness = solar eclipse; Moon to blood = lunar eclipse. 

When? When Messiah comes. Future. 

New Covenant is promising a time of renewal when Messiah comes. Holy Spirit will be poured out on everyone with resulting transformation of life, including purity, prophecy, I will be your God, you My people. Who receives Spirit prior to this blessing? Folk like kings, prophets, craftsmen, judges. This is having the Spirit, Spirit coming on, etc. What of indwelling and regeneration in OT? Text doesn’t say. If you want God’s guidance, how do you get it? Go to a prophet or meditate on Bible. 

“They had to have the Holy Spirit. They are saved and love God.” But then what is Pentecost? 

Matt. 3:11 (parallels) What: Messiah will bring Holy Spirit on responsive folk through fire. Those who are unresponsive will be burned up. Cleansing of people and creation. New covenant is coming with Messiah.

When: It’s “at hand” 3:2. It’s around, but not yet revealed. Later, but soon. Narratively, Jesus shows up immediately. But He’s not doing Messiah stuff yet.

John 7:37-39  What: Jesus says those who come to Him and drink will have rivers of water flowing from them (Isa 44:3; 55:1; 58:11) = Spirit. When: In the time of Jesus’ preaching, no one had received the Spirit yet. Whom: to all believers.

Act 1:5 What: John’s prophecy is restated. Baptized with Spirit (Matt 3:11; Acts 11:16; 1 Cor 12:13). When: not many days.

They immediately ask about the kingdom stuff because that’s the connection in OT. 

Act 1:8 When Spirit comes you will receive power to be witnesses. Moral renewal? It’s required to be a faithful witness. 

Words do not have meanings. A meaning has words.

Act 1 discerning the will of God: Wise leader, whole congregation participating, Scripture, wisdom, pray, the make a random decision. What they don’t do: Get a word of wisdom, revelation from God; don’t go to the policy book; form a nominating committee; Congregation doesn’t vote; 

Act 2:1-38 They = all believers. Phenomona = OT stuff present. This comes to all 120. Filled with Spirit. Why three terms? He is describing a complex event. [Gerry: I think they were baptized and filled]

The immediately speak in tongues and speak the mighty deeds of God (11) in other human languages so that the nations hear in their own language. Did they know what they were saying? Doesn’t say. It seems to me that they probably did. glw/ssa, normally means human language, but doesn’t have to. Verse 8 the word is dia,lektoj always human language, never ecstatic speech. 

What meaneth this? 

They are drunk seems credible explanation to some of the folk who were watching. 

This is that: Joel 2:28ff. This is the New Covenant happening. 

Missions to the world. Israel is called to be faithful community of God, the exemplars of God’s character, loyal to Him, doing justice. The promise is that all nations will be blessed through Israel, come to Jerusalem for blessing. This is God going to the world to draw them in. Tongues is the symbol of this.

When: Today!!!

Who? All 120

Are they Christians prior to today? They are believers in Jesus, going to heaven, but not (until today) “in the body of Christ.” Christian in the full sense means incorporated into the body of Christ, or made part of the New Covenant community, because they don’t exist prior to today.

Is Acts 2 soteriological? Not for the 120 in terms of going to heaven. But being part of the community is soteriological, especially after the new covenant. 

I must be a believer to have the Spirit. But must I have the Spirit to be a believer? Have the Spirit just means I am a believer, not necessarily that I got it at conversion, Jason says. The church is God’s means to proclaim the gospel. 

John 20:22 Pentecostal, this is indwelling; the baptism comes subsequent to this in Acts 2:4 to the same ten folk. But is this indwelling? It says receive and associates it with sending to give forgiveness.

John contradicts Luke by describing the coming at a different time and event. 

Seems to Gerry that this is anointing as apostle akin to David as king. This is a unique role for these men who will be THE apostles of the church. But is this speaking to a unique office or what all Christians do?

This is a symbol, a foreshadowing of Pentecost, an actual experience of the Spirit pointing ahead. But is foreshadowing in John’s gospel?

This is a temporary filling for a special purpose (OT stuff) because the Spirit did not come until Acts 2 and the change of dispensation. 

Carson’s possibilities:

Since there’s no article, this is not THE Holy Spirit, but the breath of God, God’s power. This is pretty goofy, especially since the article seems never to be used with Holy Spirit.

It’s an actual impartation of the Spirit, but with room for Pentecost. There are various ways to separate them. If you read John by itself, you’d not come to this conclusion. 

This is John’s Pentecost. This is in keeping with John’s purpose to tie the Spirit to the Cross. Evangelical views leave some problems with John’s historicity.

This is symbolic of Pentecost. He exhaled on them, so ties this back to Gen. 2:7

Acts 2, second half: 3000 who repent. How many receive the gift of the Spirit? Eventually all could, the Pentecostal would say. All did at immediately at their conversion, others say. 

Immediately are saved and immediately the church begins to function, a result of the Spirit’s coming. They keep on worshiping the great God, wonders & signs keep happening. The greatest miracle is that they shared everything. Evangelism kept happening.

Acts 4:31: They pray and the place is shaken (a sign of God’s presence), filled with the Spirit (who? Same guys as Acts 2 plus a bunch of others). The Acts 2:4 folk get it again. Are they baptized again? No. Filling happens a second time and it’s very like the first time. 

Act 6:3, 5 Full of Spirit is parallel with full of wisdom (Isa. 11), and faith. He has the fruit of the Spirit. These are qualities of character. He does miracles and wonders, speaks with unstoppable wisdom and power. Many come to Christ through his work. 

Act 7:55 is a sudden filling which leads to a special vision. It’s not the character quality, but a sudden endowment. 

Act 8: Philip, a non-apostle does great signs and miracles. 

Are they true believers (12)? Yes, absolutely. Had they received the indwelling or baptism of the Spirit? 

Acts 8:16 For He had not yet fallen upon any of them; they had simply been baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 17Then they began laying their hands on them, and they were receiving the Holy Spirit.

I don’t think they had been baptized in the Acts 2 sense of indwelling and empowering.

But you must be regenerated to believe according to Wayne Grudem and friends. But what of Romans 8:9 But if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Him.

The time difference between 8:12 and 15 is a couple of days, not a significant time difference at all. In the conversion event, the Spirit comes. Luke has to explain the difference from the norm (i.e., the delay from belief to Spirit coming). Pentecostal view is that this is a typical separation between conversion and Spirit baptism. 

Conversion takes some time sometimes, Gerry says. 

Jason says, “Repentance, belief, laying on of hands, water baptism, regeneration, indwelling of the Spirit, justification are separable aspects.” The “Faith = conversion” equation or belief is the baptism of the Spirit is way too simple. 

There are times when the Spirit speaks very specifically (8:29; 9; 10; 13; 16). Other times Spirit works through business meetings.

Act 9: Was Saul converted on the road or in the room? Yes. Pentecostal view is that there’s belief on the road and Spirit baptism in the room. 

Acts 10:44-47  the Holy Spirit fell upon all those who were listening to the message.  45 All the circumcised believers who came with Peter were amazed, because the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out on the Gentiles also.  46 For they were hearing them speaking with tongues and exalting God. Then Peter answered,  47 "Surely no one can refuse the water for these to be baptized who have received the Holy Spirit just as we did, can he?"

Is Simon a true believer? No – he shows he doesn’t understand and Peter says he has no part in God. His “repentance” is self-centered. Yes – He only does what is natural to a former sorcerer. Peter acts as his Nathan and he responds to that with a request for prayer. 

If a lie is a less than fully factual representation of the facts, then God is clearly a liar. Incomplete revelation would be a lie.

If a lie is misrepresenting facts in act or word, then Rahab is a liar and 1 Kings 22 involves God in a lie.

Truth involves purpose and precision as well as factuality. “I live a quarter mile from school.” “You better be good: Santa Claus is coming to town!”

In interaction with evil, it seems that God sometimes uses deceit to overcome the evil. In particular he uses deceit to get evil people to do what they are already inclined to do or trap them in their evil. Examples are the midwives (where God blesses their misrepresentation), Rahab, the wise men who lied to Herod, armies using feints, etc. 

Truth has a lot to do with faithfulness in relationship

John 8:44 "You are of your father the devil, and you want to do the desires of your father. He was a murderer from the beginning, and does not stand in the truth because there is no truth in him. Whenever he speaks a lie, he speaks from his own nature, for he is a liar and the father of lies.

If lie = factual correspondence, then Satan tells truth at least some of the time and that would contradict this passage where there is no truth in Satan.

Act 19:2 Have ye received the Holy Ghost since ye believed? (KJV) Since means “after,” a sequential meaning. From the Pentecostal position, this means Paul is teaching receive Spirit is after believe. This is also supported by the fact that they are called “disciples” that means they are followers of Jesus. (note Luke 5:33; 7:18-19; 11:1 where there are disciples of John.)

Act 19:2 "Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?" NASB and all others. It is temporal, but simultaneous. 

Acts 19:2-7  2 He said to them, "Did you receive the Holy Spirit when you believed?" And they said to him, "No, we have not even heard whether there is a Holy Spirit."  3 And he said, "Into what then were you baptized?" And they said, "Into John's baptism."  4 Paul said, "John baptized with the baptism of repentance, telling the people to believe in Him who was coming after him, that is, in Jesus."  5 When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.  6 And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Spirit came on them, and they began speaking with tongues and prophesying.  7 There were in all about twelve men.

When did they believe in Jesus? They believed in Jesus in the sense of Matt. 3:11, He is coming and they place their faith in that as OT folk would. They do not believe in the New Covenant sense. 

What Paul does is preach Jesus as Messiah who has come, died, resurrected, etc. They then are baptized in the name of Jesus, expressing their repentance and faith in Him. 

Why does Paul ask about the Spirit rather than their theology? Apparently he is aware that there is something deficient about their experience and life.

Receiving the Spirit is associated with belief in Jesus, water baptism as well as prophesying and speaking in tongues. 

Does “receive the Spirit” mean “accept Jesus,” i.e., the whole event/process of conversion? 

What is Luke’s purpose in telling these stories? Are these “odd” cases, of historical significance only, or are these typical of the variety of ways God works. In Acts 8, he explains “the Spirit had not fallen”, here “we never heard of the Spirit.” 

Gerry thinks all these show that the Spirit comes on a person (whatever the word used) as a part of the conversion event. The only exception is Acts 2 where the coming of the Spirit begins. 

The Spirit baptism (incorporation and indwelling) of the Spirit is at conversion event, the filling of the Spirit (empowerment) begins then and should be life long. 

Pentecostals have an empowering experience and associate it with Acts 2, using “baptism of the Spirit” to refer to the experience. So the phrase means dramatic empowering.

Non-Pentecostals go to the Bible and see that “baptism of the Spirit” is always associated with conversion package and use this to deny all the Pentecostal experience. 

Seems to Gerry this whole thing is wrong headed!! It ends up being a fight about terms/words. 

Belief doesn’t = Spirit baptism any more than it means justification or regeneration 

What significance does “lay hands on” carry?  We see it in Acts 8, 9 and 19, but not in Acts 2 (part 2) or Acts 10. 

In Acts all conversions are dramatic? No. Lydia for example. 

Is the initial coming of the Spirit (whatever word) always dramatic, a very memorable experience (in Acts)? Yes. Remember that there are no stories of children raised in the church. 

Are expressions of the Spirit culturally conditioned (in Acts)? Certainly! There are personality and mood differences too. 

Are these expressions to authenticate God’s work? Cessationists argue that they validate the apostles. But non-apostles do miracles, etc. Philip & Stephen are examples. Others argue this is when the Bible and the church aren’t there. 

We pretty much agree that we all tend to make my experience normative. That made me a way better Christian, so it’d do that for you. But if you don’t, you’ll have a lesser spirituality.

Gerry (and some others) think God works in a variety of ways. The world/flesh/devil counterfeits all these ways. 

There are many who want to protect “professors” as authentically saved even when there is no life change of any kind throughout their life. Gerry has problems with this because he believes in regeneration and Holy Spirit indwelling!

FILLING

Eph. 5:18: What’s the contrast/comparison? It comes from Acts 2

Physical vs. spiritual. External control of alcohol vs. external control of the Spirit. Choose to be satisfied with God/Spirit vs. satisfaction with this world stuff; Fleshly indulgence vs. godly indulgence. Dark side stuff vs. light side stuff (cf. Isaiah). Don’t be out of control, but self-control through the Spirit. 

Freed by alcohol vs. freed by Spirit. Lowers inhibitions, barriers. Ease pressures not through wine, but through Spirit. What helps you not be afraid of what “they” will think? Just as a drunk is overtaken by wine, so you should be overtaken by Spirit. Marinate ‘til they see/smell the sweet spirit of Jesus! 

Don’t be filled and drive. Get a Baptist as a designated driver. 

Are you filled with Spirit or filled with [something] by the Spirit? 

What’s involved: Speaking one another in spiritual stuff because that’s what you’re full of; Singing to God; Giving thanks to God because He is God even in the midst of sinful stuff; Submitting one another. 

Individual or communal? Americans only see the first. It’s the group together as well as the individual. 

Parallel is Colossians 3:16   Let the word of Christ richly dwell within you. 

Same idea in Philippians 1:11  having been filled with the fruit of righteousness which comes through Jesus Christ, to the glory and praise of God.

Galatians 5:22-23  But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,  23 gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no law.

imperative [I do it; I can disobey] present [continual] passive [I need to allow another agent do it to me] 2nd person plural [we do it together in community]

Righteous living in thought and deed, individual and community; Bold witness for Jesus; wisdom and knowledge; increasing sensitivity to things of God; prophecy and tongues, etc.; felt experience; unity around the things of Jesus. 

Continual [yes] or momentary for special occasions [yes]? Acts 7:55; 13:9

Ask for filling? I sure think so. Luke 11:13  “how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him?”

We should have a whole person response to the Spirit. Including body, intellect, emotions, will, spirit, etc. We often divide the person into X parts and do them one at a time. 

PROPHECY

A NT gift? Yes, and OT too. Is it ongoing gift? 

What’s a key command around prophecy? Do not despise prophecy. Test the prophets/prophecy. 1 Thessalonians 5:19-21   19 Do not quench the Spirit;  20 do not despise prophetic utterances.  21 But examine everything carefully; hold fast to that which is good;

Deut. 13 kill prophets who lead you away from God even if their prophecy is true. Demons can do miraculous things. Matt 24:24 Deut 18:20: kill him because he speaks in name of other Gods as Deut 13.

Deut 18:22 ones who speak erroneously about present or future in the name of YHWH you shall not be afraid of him. 

Test of Prophets


Loyal to YHWH? Deut. 13:1-11; 18:20

Consistent with Prior Revelation Deut. 13:1-11; 1 Kings 13:15-18

Is What He Describes or Predicts Accurate Deut. 18:22

Character of the Prophet Jer. 23:9-40; Micah 3:5-10

Why contemporary prophecy? 

Don’t see the Bible as relevant to their lives. 

Prophecy gives new stuff. We need a fresh word from God. 

Prophecy touches the supernatural

Prophecy speaks directly to my (our) situation

Paul’s big on prophecy!! Desire earnestly that you would prophesy. 

The preachers I hear have nothing to say.

1 Cor 13:8-10

tongues and prophecy will cease when the perfect comes. What is the perfect? Bible? No indication whatever. The perfect is Christ. Verse 12 says partial knowledge is until we see Christ. 

Prophecy, tongues AND knowledge go away. Prophecy and knowledge will be stopped by God (passive voice) but tongues will just stop because it’s middle, it will stop itself, i.e., self-destruct. Seems impossible to pick tongues out of the list. Even if you allow this “exegesis” prophecy remains and we are not cessationist. 

Is the knowledge the revelatory word of knowledge and it goes away? The context seems to be far broader than that. 

Gaffin’s cessationism:

What ceases? Revelatory or word gifts (42). 

Why?

Eph. 2:20: prophets & apostles are both temporary gifts to build up the early church. They lay the redemptive-historical foundation of the church. Their purpose is completed and no longer present. 

Revelation is canonical and the canon is closed. (44). Subordinate authority of these revelations to the Bible is impossible to maintain. First category prophecy should be equal with canonical material. 

No such thing as fallible prophecy.

New prophecy is already in Bible. Personal guidance comes from Bible and wisdom, not prophecy.

Assessment: 

No one would disagree with that prophets lay the redemptive-historical foundation of the church. However Gerry disagrees thoroughly that this is all they do. They speak to direction issues as well as moral life issues to individuals and people groups.  David asks Nathan if he should build a house for God? Isaiah is a really redemptive-historical guy! But his prophecy to Hezekiah that he will die is very personal. 2 Kings 22 is an example and interestingly where they go to a woman when good guys were available. 

Were prophets doing redemptive-historical stuff and happened to do personal while they were around? What is the redemptive-historical that these folk were doing? Agabus’ prophecy of the famine is a similar argument. 

Pentecostals and Westminsterites tend to agree that prophecy, etc., pretty much cease after the apostles die off. Pentecostals say this is restored in the latter rain (1901, 1906, 1948, etc.) 

Gerry questions that thesis. Prophecy does intensify around key redemptive-historical events but it doesn’t stop in between. In the inter-testemental period words from YHWH were rare, not absent. Prophets in Luke don’t surprise anyone. 

Wayne Grudem, argues that prophecy is always new revelation from God. 

“Prophecy occurs at the influence of God’s Spirit. The words spoken while a person is “in the Spirit” come not from the reflection, premeditation or study but are initiated by God for the benefit of His people.” Gentile, Your Sons and Daughters will prophesy, 163

Gerry thinks that prophecy often has Bible as its source. Prophecy is more a speaking gift than a revelation gift.  Seems to Gerry that “prophet” is more often new revelation oriented than “prophecy” (the function). The source of the revelation is not so important (so long as it’s from YHWH, of course). 

Gerry’s definition of prophecy: The Spirit empowered proclamation of the Word of God (including Bible and current revelations) that presses deep into the hearts of people, enabling them to see their lives and circumstances in light of God’s promises, priorities and purposes.

Luke 11:12 where Holy Spirit will teach is applied to Stephen who quotes Bible. 1 John 2:27 connects the work of the Spirit present with Bible past. It seems he is using John 14:26 and applying it beyond the apostles. 

Gerry needs to show more examples where prophecy is from Bible. An example is Joel 2:13. Seems to me that Joel could have done everything there by reading the Bible and looking at his situation. Zechariah 7 is an example 

1 Corinthians 14:6  revelation or of knowledge or of prophecy or of teaching? Gerry sees these as overlapping categories. There are lots of non-canonical prophets/prophecies. Saul goes into the school of the prophets. Daughters of Philip

Are there partially true prophecies? Deut. 13 is an example of factually true prophecies which are wrong in their intent. “God would prefer us not to respond to a mixed prophecy instead of following a mixed revelation” Jason. Carmen suggests that we sort through the prophecy and extract the good stuff and follow that. 

1 Cor 14:22ff

Corinthians are into “spiritual stuff.” They think tongues are an evidence of God’s blessing on them for their spirituality. Far from it. When unbelievers walk in disgust, you are judged. Your tongues are not a sign, You are spiritual, but a sign, You are nuts. When prophesy is at work, the unbeliever finds his inner life exposed to the grace of God.  

Gifts in Romans 12 are mostly not particularly supernatural. They differ in nature. Whatever you are good at, it’s a gift from God (creator AND redeemer), use it for God and His church and the service of grace. Bible is never interested in discovering a supernatural gift. It is interested in using what you are good at for God. 

I mean to affirm that God could give someone a gift like administration. I agree with seeking spirituals (1 Cor. 14:1). 

Tongues: spiritual language – seems to me that this is often a non-linguistic verbal expression of heart devotement that is learned from the community. This is neither “angel” nor “arabic”. Gerry gets fried by people who say this is demonic as well as those who say if you don’t do this, you are a lesser spirituality.
