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Course Description

Recognizing the importance of using the original language for the interpretation of the New Testament, you will gain a foundational knowledge of Greek.  You will learn the essentials of grammar and an adequate vocabulary by reading various portions of New Testament literature and by the use of appropriate language tools.  3 hours plus 1 hour lab.

Course Objectives

Cognitive: As a result of this course the student should
· Master a basic vocabulary of the words occurring fifty or more times in the New Testament.

· Master the forms and be able to explain the basics of grammar of the case system of the nouns.

· Master the verbal system, enabling him to parse and find the lexical form of verbs.

· Be able to explain the significance of the Greek verb tenses.

· Learn the significance of some important verbal constructions, e.g., participles, infinitives, “hina” clauses, “hoti” clauses and conditional statements.

· Learn the basic syntax of the Greek language, enabling him to do basic translation of the Text.

Affective: It is hoped that as a result of this course the student will

· Find greater pleasure in reading and studying the New Testament.

· Be motivated to continue his study of the language of the New Testament.

Volitive: It is hoped that as a result of this course the student will

· Determine to commit himself to a program of working in the Greek New Testament.
