COURSE PURPOSE

To explore strategic, biblical disciplines that enable women to embrace true Freedom in Jesus Christ. 
COURSE DESCRIPTION

Learn to recognize the strongholds that are affecting women mentally, emotionally, physically, and spiritually today. Gain biblical insights that are practical and applicable in guiding women out of confusion, emptiness, or torment and into the fullness of who they were created to be. Discover the enemy’s plan to destroy through lies, fear, and shame while learning to overcome him with the Sword of Truth. Learn to equip women to stand in the face of adversity by embracing the power, love, and sound mind they have been given. Glean the biblical disciplines that release women from bondage into the freedom of their true identity, overwhelming victory, and joy-filled life in Jesus Christ.
COURSE COMPETENCIES
UNIT 1 The Chosen – Our Identity 
Competency:  Student will learn to stand firm in her biblical identity by daily claiming the Truth of God’s Word personally and on behalf of those she ministers to. Learn to identify the strongholds and areas of bondage that frequently come against the Body of Christ - attacking our identity in Him.
Assignment:  Student will submit a 4-5 page paper summarizing her story, passion for service, call to ministry, and the warfare she has encountered.  Paper should include how the Lord has confirmed her identity through His Word, His Church, and the ministry of the Holy Spirit.  Paper is due 11/4/2009. 
UNIT 2 The Challenge We Face – Our Opposition
Competency: Student will learn to recognize the spiritual opposition she faces on a personal level and in the lives of those she ministers to. Learn how to lead others to victory and wholeness in Jesus Christ through five strategic disciplines from the Word of God.
Assignment:  Student will be assigned to work with a classmate that will walk through full application of the five strategic disciplines with them.  Student teams will make an in class presentation of their discoveries, insights, and challenges on 11/06/09.
UNIT 3 The Choice We Champion – Our Maintenance Plan
Competency: Student will learn to reflect on the power of choice in each decision that is set before her and each individual she ministers to every day. Learn to claim biblical passages and use the Word of God as the Sword that releases women from spiritual captivity. 
Assignment:  Student will study a list of Biblical passages related to spiritual warfare and record her observations and conclusions.  Student will recognize the enemy’s plan/weapons and what her response/choice should be as a child of God. Student will personalize these discoveries to her specific ministry context and be prepared to share her findings with the class on 11/5/09.
UNIT 4 The Claim We Stake – Our Place to Stand
Competency: Student will reflect on all she has been given as a child of God and come to a healthy understanding of what is, and what is not, her responsibility as a woman in ministry. Learn to equip women to stand in the face of adversity by claiming, and utilizing, what they have in Jesus Christ instead of becoming dependant on you (or others).
Assignment:  Student will submit an 8-10 page paper outlining her biblical position on spiritual warfare. Paper will include 1) how her chosen key passages dictate/impact her ministry to others, 2) her personal “house cleaning” and accountability plan, 3) and thoughts on what she believes her responsibility to be, and not be, in ministering to individuals living in spiritual bondage. Two to four pages of this assignment are to include student’s insights, challenges, discoveries, or lessons learned from units 2&3.  Paper is due 12/4/ 2009.
The total workload required for credit in a two-hour semester course is 60 hours.

COURSE GRADES

1.  Credit students must complete course requirements.  The final grade will be determined on the 
basis of the reading (20%), attendance/interaction (20%) and assignments (Unit I 15%; II 10%; 
III 10%; IV 25%=60%)

2. Advanced Studies Certificate students BEFORE MAY 2004 must meet requirements stated on Pastoral Care to Women Advanced Studies Certificate Course Requirement flyer.  This includes 80% attendance and reading 300 pages of required reading.  PCW561G students may

choose to complete ONE of the following assignments: Unit I, Unit II, Unit III, or Unit IV. 
3.  Audit students must attend at least 80% of the class sessions and report that fact to the 
instructor by the last day of class.

4.  Enrichment students are choosing to take this course for their own personal enrichment.  The 
more time one chooses to invest in a learning experience, the more one will benefit from that 
experience.  This student makes the choice based on her own needs and interests.

COURSE POLICIES

1. Attendance—Regular attendance at all class sessions is expected of students—credit, and certificate status. These lecture and discussion sessions are an indispensable part of the educational process. Participation is a required aspect of learning and each student is encouraged to prepare well and participate constructively.  Creative scheduling demands a compilation of several class sessions into one, thereby increasing the importance of regular attendance. Missing one day is 1/4 of the course. Students will not receive full attendance credit for days missed. Students who must miss should notify professor ahead of time and make arrangements with another student for getting handouts and tapes of missed sessions.  Listening to tapes will provide ½ attendance points. To receive audit or certificate credit, student must attend at least 80% of the class sessions confirmed by attendance on READING FORM.

2. Required Reading—Students are expected to read ALL required reading selections at the appropriate reading level. Students are responsible to turn in the READING FORM by the end of the term indicating page numbers read.

3. Written Assignments—All written work should be typed in #12 font and double-spaced, unless otherwise noted.  Student should observe rules of grammar, spelling, punctuation, etc.  Professor may request student resubmit a corrected copy of her paper before grade is recorded.  Student should contact professor BEFORE the assignment is due and submit reason for the delay.  If prior arrangements have not been made, assignments turned in after due date will receive a grade reduced one half letter per day and weekend up to a maximum of two letter grades.
