Course Description
This course covers human development; including biological, psychological, sociological, and cognitive development from conception to death; including aging and long-term care. Diagnostic and psychotherapeutic issues that are particular to each phase of development will also be highlighted.

ASSIGNMENTS:
· Attend all class dates (no exceptions) and participate in class discussion.  

· PORTFOLIO ASSIGNMENT 
(Parts I - VIII)
Based on text and/or lecture material covered in each part of the book, prepare a brief (1-2 typed pages) essay or discussion that is divided into the following three parts.

1. Find and summarize a recent newspaper or magazine article (may use articles found on the Internet) or describe a personal experience/observation that illustrates, exemplifies, or pertains to one of the developmental phenomena, theories, processes, issues, or research findings discussed in class or the text. (Note: You may wish to check the original journal article on which the newspaper or magazine account is based to be sure that the author's findings are accurately reported in the media.)
2. Briefly explain the developmental phenomenon, theory, process, issue, or research finding described in item 1.

3. Explain why the phenomenon, theory, process, issue, or research finding applies to the article or to your personal experience or observation, and evaluate how well it "fits".
4. Completed portfolios will be turned in on the last day of class, but each week I will check off portfolio assignment for that week (i.e. on 2/1/10 portfolio assignment covering Part I will be checked, 2/8/2010, Part II, etc.).

· Give a brief 10 minute oral presentation to the class on an approved developmental model or developmental stage (for example: Piaget’s model or Infancy development) and include an outline or write up on your talk with resources. 

Sign-up sheets will be passed around on the first day of class.  

· Write a short paper (3-5 pages) indentifying the stages of development you find in the book I Know Why the Caged Bird Sings using one of the theoretical models we have covered in class. Define the crises/significant issues Maya lived through and how they were resolved. 

Course Requirements

Reading

Assigned reading is listed in the course outline.

According to Western Seminary standards there are two levels 

Familiarity level.  This level assumes knowledge of the material assigned and leads to accountability in class. (45 pages per hour). 

Mastery level. Reading at this level will average about 20 pages per hour and assumes careful reflective interaction with the ideas, note taking, and will lead to accountability in class, and papers at a mastery level (1000 pages = 50 hours).  

These are intended to serve as flexible guidelines or rules of thumb; they are not thought to be rigid.  It is certainly understood that books are printed with varying numbers of words per page and written to varying reading levels.

Each assignment should be completed before the class session so that you will be able to participate in and benefit from the class discussions. The expectation is that you will spend approximately equal time on reading and writing assignments. For a 2-unit class that ‘outside-of-class’ component comes to approximately 60 hours for the semester, an average of 5 hours per week, 10 hours per major written assignment.
Written Work

Papers must be written to a near-thesis standard. That is, minimum format standards must be met, as defined below. English grammar, idiom and spelling must be up to graduate level.  Always include a strong introduction paragraph-declare what you intend to show the reader-and conclusion paragraph. Qualities valued include clarity, succinctness, and precision. 



10% of the grades on the typed papers will be Form, that is, conformity to the above standards. (Our purpose is to motivate all Western Seminary students to present work that consistently looks as good as its content is.) 
All work must reflect Master's Level use of the English Language. Plagiarism will result in failure of the first assignment so discovered.  A second instance will result in failure in the course. 

Library and Internet Research

Students are expected to utilize library and internet resources when applicable.   Documentation of sources used (including but not limited to periodicals, journals, books, videos, etc.) is to be submitted along with the papers when they are turned in.  A number of resources can be found in the seminary library, which is available for your use Mon. –Fri. 9 AM-5 PM. The libraries at San Jose State and Santa Clara are also good resources. Use APA style for referencing research, both in the body of the paper and the bibliography.  The Internet also offers access to a number of older books that are within the public domain.
