Course Description 

Advanced Practicum is a required class for those students who have completed CNS530, CNS351, and CNS352 and are continuing to see clients at a traineeship.  Practicum provides a supervised counseling experience with an on-site supervisor and class and faculty feedback and evaluation. The internship requires that the student apply classroom knowledge to interviewing, assessment, diagnosis, and treatment of individual, marital and family dysfunction.

Course Objectives
Students will be able to:

1. Conduct an intake interview.

2. Develop a treatment plan to accomplish the goals of therapy.

3. Write case notes that meet professional practice standards.

4. Demonstrate a beginning level of therapeutic interventions.

5. Identify and appropriately manage crisis situations.

6. Make appropriate referrals.

7. Identify transference and counter transference.

8. Terminate a counseling relationship when the therapeutic goals have been met.

9. Develop confidence in their ability to assist clients in their spiritual and emotional healing and development.

10. Integrate their Christianity in the counseling process.


Textbooks
Required:

Course Requirements
1. The completion of 250 hours toward licensure. These hours include direct counseling, individual & group supervision and on-site required time. The student is responsible for setting up their practicum site and supervisor, including contracts and documents.
 2. Attendance at and participation in practicum class meetings is required. Participation may include presenting cases, role-plays, sharing audio and video tapes of sessions, vignette review, and topical presentations. 
3. The student is to maintain liability insurance and CAMFT membership. Proof of insurance and CAMFT membership must be on file with Western Seminary San Jose Counseling Department.
Written Assignments
Students will write a Case Conceptualization for one of their clients, including diagnosis, treatment goals/objectives, interventions, and prognosis.  Legal/ethical issues and crisis management will also be addressed.
Attendance 

It is expected that students will attend 3 of the class meetings. If you have concerns about attendance, please discuss with the instructor.

Grading 
Grading for this course is based upon attendance, participation in group discussion, presentation of case studies, Case Conceptualization paper, and the practicum trainee evaluation completed by the student’s on-site supervisor at the end of each semester..


Written Work

Papers must be written to a near-thesis standard. That is, minimum format standards must be met, as defined below. English grammar, idiom and spelling must be up to graduate level. Always include a strong introduction paragraph-declare what you intend to show the reader-and conclusion paragraph. Qualities valued include clarity, succinctness, and precision. 

· 1" margins top, bottom and sides 

· Double-space 

· 12-point standard.

· Indent paragraphs .5 inch 

· No extra line-feed between paragraphs (Format-Paragraph-Space After) 

· Underline section headings 

· Staple; no paperclips, folders, or fanfold 

· Page numbers 

· Title page is preferred. Any paper sent by email must include a title page.

10% of the grades on the typed papers will be Form, that is, conformity to the above standards. (Our purpose is to motivate all Western Seminary students to present work that consistently looks as good as its content is.)

All work must reflect Master's Level use of the English Language.  Plagiarism will result in failure of the first assignment so discovered.  A second instance will result in failure in the course.
