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Course Description

In this course you will learn the essentials of Greek syntax and increase your vocabulary while reading theologically significant passages in all genres of literature in the New Testament.  You will gain the ability to think syntactically in solving significant theological issues practical to spiritual life and ministry.  Prerequisite: NTS 511 or consent of instructor.  3 hours.
Course Objectives

Cognitive: As a result of this course the student should …
1.  Master the basic syntactical elements of New Testament Greek;
2.  Understand the importance of syntax in the process of exegesis;
3.  Gain familiarity with various New Testament writers through translation work;
4.  Increase his vocabulary of the Greek New Testament.
Affective: It is hoped that as a result of this course the student would …

1.  Have a greater love for the God of the Bible;
2.  Gain an appreciation and enthusiasm for the language of the New Testament;
3.  Desire to apply the knowledge of Greek to ministry and personal study.
Volitive: It is hoped that as a result of this course the student would …

1.  Commit to study the New Testament Greek with competence, diligence and faith;
2.  Commit to a continuing study and review of New Testament Greek for the purpose of ministry and personal study.

Course Requirements

1.  Class attendance is essential.
2.  The student must learn new vocabulary, per the course schedule.  (.25 hour/class)
3.  The student must review material from NTS 508, Mounce text.  (.5 hour/class)
4.  The student must spend one hour per week doing assigned translation work making use of library resources.  (.25 hours/class)
5.  The student must review the Wallace material after the class meeting.  (2.25 hour/class)
6.  There will be daily quizzes, except on exam days.  These will cover Wallace material and either vocabulary or grammar or both.  (Prep time included above)
7.  There will be four exams of equal weight.  The first exam will be a cumulative exam on Mounce, with an emphasis on the last five chapters.  The next three exams will cover the material in Wallace (non-cumulative) plus translation.  (Prep time included above)
· 90 out-of-class hours at 18 class dates comes to about 5 hours for every class meeting.

Library Research

· Each student will be required to spend one hour per week in the library doing translation work, making use of various reference and study tools.

· A basic logbook of what texts were translated and what resources were consulted will be kept by each student and will be open to examination by the instructor at any time.

Attendance: Class attendance is required!  This includes the last third of each class, which is technically a lab session.
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To receive audit credit, you must attend at least 80% of the class sessions and report that fact to the instructor by the final day of class.

All homework must be completed to pass the course.  Exams are scheduled at the end of each unit of material.  Exams may be made up, if the professor is notified in advance of a legitimate excuse for absence.
