CATALOG DESCRIPTION
Continuing the process of learning to think theologically you will now apply yourself to biblical revelation regarding the Son as the source of life. You will investigate humanity, its dignity as image of God and its depravity as sinful beings, the reality and impact of spiritual beings as backdrop for the atoning work of the Son and its application in the aspects of our salvation. Contemplating the majesty of the Son's work in light of the depth of sin will invigorate our worship and impel our work for His kingdom. Prerequisite: THS 501. 4 hours.

Reading assignments (50 hours)

   
There are approximately 1,500 pages of reading for this class.  Reading at this level will aver​age about 30 pages per hour and assumes careful reflec​tive interaction with the ideas.  Comple​tion of the sectional reading assign​ment will be reported on the class report form pro​vided.  Each assign​ment completed on time will earn 5 points.  As​sign​ments completed late will earn 3 points each.  Turn the form in no later than the last day of class.

Book Interaction (15 hours)

As you read Brian McLaren, The Story We Find Ourselves In, write a five page paper covering the following areas: (1) describe Neo's view of the Bible, noting how he actually uses it; (2) summarize what Neo means with each of the "C" words he uses to outline the story; in doing that you will summarize his views of human origins, fall, election, Christ, conversion, and salvation and eschatology; (3) carefully explain to your biblically based view of one of these areas so that he can see the difference between you and Neo; (4) Finish with a "big picture" assessment of Neo's statement of the story we find ourselves in.

You will prepare a statement of your own personal doctrinal commit​ment to three areas:

1. Man and Sin (2 pages)

2. Angels, Satan and Demons (2 pages)

3. The Atonement (2 pages)

D. Paper on Sanctification (40 hours)

Present your theology of sanctification.  Be sure to show its relationship to the Gospel, the character of God, the Trinity, sin, and people around you.  (15 pages)
